The
library will include a small computer
suite to go with the two trolleys of lap-
tops and there will be internet access
throughout the building. There will be
community spaces for use out of school
hours and the hall will have doors to its
own outdoor eating space. Work on
levels at the site is due to start in
March, with the contractors formally
starting on site in April. We are expect-
ing to move in in September 2011 as
our school expands to include year six
children up to 11 years old. We will be
walking up to the site to take photo-
